She participated in "From the Top" NPR_ radio program with her
colleagues from the Julliard Pre-College performing the Brafms Piano Quintet, which later had per-
Sformed at the Julliard Theatre. She has played in Carnegie Hall as principal cellist of the New York.
Youth Symphony (NOYS). s a soloist, she performed the Haydn D Major Concerto with the Inter-
School Orchestras (1SO) of New York at the Battel (1 hapel in Yale School, Connecticut.

Ms. Lee has participated in the Orford Music Festival, the Idyllwild Summer Festival, the
Killington Music Festival and the Interlochen Summer Festival. At the 2003 Idyllwild Summer
Festival, during her four-week stay, she gave 13 performances of solo, orchestral, and chamber works
Jfor ensembles of string trio and quartets, Sute quartet and quintet, piano trio and quintet.

Ms. Lee, a native of Korea, began her cello studies at age 12 with Hae-ryun Park, Three years
later she came to the United States to study with John Walz at the ldyllwild Arts Academy, A,
and one and a falf years later was accepted to the Julliard Pre-College from where she graduated
with fhonors. Ms. Lee has studied with Los Angeles principal Peter Stumpf and is currently pur-
suing a Bachelor's Degree at the New England Conservatory of Music in Boston studying with
Mike Reynolds.

This season, she
was invited to join the New England Korean Symphony to celebrate the centennial of the first
Korean immigrants coming to the US.

Ms. Ahn is currently pursuing an undergraduate degree in violin performance at the New
England Conservatory where she studies with James Buswell, She is a devoted church music player.
She has just recorded a CD of selected church fupmns with her own arrangements performed with her

mother, also a violinist. Upcoming engagements include performing for the Korean Church Centen-
nial concert at the Los Angeles Convention Center.
