show CityLine, she has reported on a wide range of topics, from the environment to politics to fashion
and entertainment. For Chronicle, she travels all over New England as well as internationally. She’s
profiled the life of a champion senior surfer, sailed across the Caribbean rainforest on a 1600-foot zip-
line, studied the effects of climate change in greater Boston, hunted for gemstones in Maine, spent years
following the restoration of Boston’s Opera House, and reported from South Korea, where she had a
chance to go inside the DMZ.
