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FLORENCE LOWE-LEE BIOGRAPHY:

Recognizing the need to equip today's leaders with knowledge and perspective on global issues, Ms.
Florence Lowe-Lee founded the Global America Business Institute (GABI) in Washington, DC in May,
2011.

Previously, Ms. Lowe-Lee served as the Treasurer and Director of Finance and Publications at the Korea
Economic Institute (KEI) for 19 years. She monitored and wrote articles on topics concerning Korea's
social issues and their impact on Korea's macroeconomic future. Her writings appeared in Harvard Asia
Quarterly, Korea Times, and official KEI publications, among others. She was frequently interviewed by
the U.S. and Korean media on current issues concerning U.S.-Korea bilateral relations. Ms. Lowe-Lee
also organized and supervised programs involving senior officials from Korea and the United States, as
well as visits by Korean government officials and National Assembly members.

Prior to joining KEI, Ms. Lowe-Lee worked as Deputy Director of Operations for the Massachusetts
Senate Ways and Means Committee, where she participated in the senior committee decision-making
process. She served as an adviser to the Massachusetts Office of International Trade and Investment in
its efforts to launch missions to Korea. She successfully organized and facilitated the first visit by a
Massachusetts governor to Korea.

Earlier, Ms. Lowe-Lee worked as a research assistant at the Neuroanatomy and Neuroendocrinology
Laboratory of Rockefeller University in New York City. She co-authored several articles that were
published in Science, Neuroscience, and other scientific journals. Ms. Lowe-Lee holds a B.A. in
Neuroscience from Mount Holyoke College and received an M.A. in Industrial and Organizational
Psychology from Columbia University.

Utdari Samuinori

‘Samulnori’, a music played with Kwengari, Jing, Janggu and Buk, four traditional Korean musical
instruments, was created in 1978 basing its roots on the rhythms of Poongmul. Utdari Samulnori is one
of Samulnori pieces created for stage performances using the rhythms of the Kyungi and Choong-chung
region, north of the Geum river of Korea and it’s especially known for the various Kwengari rhythms it
contains. The difficulty of the rhythms requires absolute expertise from each players and the Jjakswe (two
Kwengari’s playing back and forth) at the end of the piece brings the music to its highest peak giving near
ecstatic feeling.
